ABORIGINAL SUPPORT SERVICES CODE: 11007

There must be evidence that students are receiving a program intended to assist Aboriginal
students to achieve success in school by providing support services. Services should be
provided by personnel who are familiar with, and sensitive to, the values, beliefs and needs
of the Aboriginal community from which the student comes.

FNEW’s meet regularly with every identified Aboriginal student to:
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Provide academic, social or emotional support — individual, small group, in class
Assist and/or provide other program support — Homework Clubs, Girls/Boys Group
Assist with parent/school/community communications

Participate in meetings when necessary

Provide support for transitions — grade-grade, school-school, program-program
liaise with post-secondary institutions, community agencies, etc.

Assist school personnel with inclusion of cultural programs and resources
