The Primary
Designation Program will populate the field 1701Designation in Student Demographics and
display on all reports and exports related to 1701 or Student Services.

2.0 Student Services Designation Security

visible to any user with access to programs: District or School View > Student top tab >
Membership side tab > Programs.

A new Enterprise level add-on role, 1701 Designations, has been provided to allow users to
add, edit or change 1701 funding programs for Student Services Designations, assuming the
following pre-requisite security is enabled:

e Users must have access to edit Student Program Participation, and
e Users already have access to School or District view.
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Managing 1701 Designations

The 1701 Designation is managed through the School View > Student top tab > Membership
side tab > Programs and is restricted by security role.
